Day 3 – You Do, I Help
Bellwork / Journal: if using “The Hunt for the Beautiful”- It is usually said that “Home is where the Heart is.”  What does this quote mean to you?  Do you agree or disagree with it?  Why?

Sticky note activity

Have each student label sticky notes with: Antagonist, Protagonist, Main Conflict, Climax, Resolution, and Theme.
Read story on own, each student places the sticky notes where they think it goes in the story.
Students will pair / group up and compare answers. Then groups share / discuss these with the whole group. Review the concepts as answers are compared. 

Students should answer the questions at the end of the story to check for comprehension on their own. 

NOTE- could replace this story with “Night” by Elie Wiesel from The Language of Literature Textbook

If using “Night” – Have you ever been treated differently because of the way you look?

Activity:

1) Any student who is wearing white is safe. (They receive a piece of candy)

2) Any student who is wearing an ID badge is healthy enough to continue.

3) Any student who is wearing glasses or contacts stand at the front of the room, you are up for selection.  Eye sight is impaired depending how quick you can think on your toes will determine if you “stay behind” while the rest of the students go to the yard to work.

a. You have two coins that add up to 30 cents.  One of those coins is not a nickel what is the other coin? Answer:  Quarter

b. A mute man walks into a general goods store.  He wants to buy a pair of shoes, but is unable to tell the clerk what he wants so he points.  The clerk gives the mute man his shoes and he leaves.  Right after he leaves a blind man comes into the store and he wants shoes as well; so how does he get the clerk to give him shoes?  Answer:  a blind man can speak.

c. Say the ABC’s backwards in 30 seconds

 Sticky note activity

Objectives: Define parallel episodes/subplots as an element in narrative

B. What is the subplot/parallel episode about? Summarize this.

C. Explain what this subplot has contributed to the development of the main plot in this episode?
